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Creative Writing Report 2017-18

provided them with a platform to hone their writing skills. The Club organized a Creative Writing
competition including different genres like story writing, poetry writing and essay writing on 4th Sep., 2017.

Cutting across the barriers of language, our club witnessed participation in three
languages including English, Hindi and Punjabi.
