Date: 21June 2020

Objectives:

e Creating awareness regarding the importance of yoga

The Context: Since 2015, 215 June is celebrated as International Day of Yoga with
an aim to create awareness about the health benefits of yoga. International Day of
Yoga is celebrated every year to educate everyone about the physical, mental and
spiritual benefits of practicing yoga. Yoga also has medical benefits, which include
curing diseases like blood pressure, diabetes, chronic pains etc. It helps in improving
posture and flexibility, proper body image and promotes better sleep. To avoid mass
gatherings and following the health advisory issued by the Government of India on
account of the current pandemic situation, the Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports
has observed the theme of Yoga@home and Yoga with Family this year. Keeping in
mind the theme for the year, the NSS volunteers of Mehr Chand Mahajan DAV
College For Women celebrated International Day of Yoga and participated in various

online activities through virtual mode.

The Practice: The volunteers celebrated the International Day of Yoga by
participating in various activities. The preparation for the showdown day started a
week before, in consonance with the theme ‘Yoga@home’ and ‘Yoga with Family’.

The commemoration started with participation in an online quiz organized by the
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Ministry of Ayush on mygov portal. The quiz was based on yoga and the volunteers
received e-certificates after successfully completing the quiz. Apart from that, the
volunteers also participated in competitions including slogan writing/poster
making/quiz competition organized by other institutions such as Hamidia Girls
Degree College, University of Allahabad, where our volunteers participated with an
aim of spreading the importance of Yoga amidst the out-break of Covid-19. One of
the volunteers Ms. Vanshika Garg, a student from B.Com Il Year also participated in
a National level Yoga workshop organized by Maharaja Agrasen College, Jagadhari

where pictures/videos of asanas were submitted on a daily basis.

The volunteers of the unit of the College organized various activities based on the
prescribed theme. An online inter-college quiz on Yoga and its aspects was
organized that received an overwhelming response of around 400 students from
various colleges. A poster making activity was organized where the volunteers made
best use of their skills on International Day of Yoga. The posters were pasted on the
walls of their houses, which not only helped them in expressing their creativity but
also helped them in creating awareness in their neighborhoods. An e-poster was
also made by the NSS volunteers, which illustrated a set of 12 powerful asanas of
Suryanamaskaar (sun salutation) that strengthens the core of the body and improves
cardiovascular function. Videos to create awareness were made to shatter the myths
with regard to Vegan Food where the volunteers tried to clear the misconceptions
relating to the topic and a health recipe was also shared on ‘Turmeric Rice' to make
everyone aware about the fact that turmeric has an anti-inflammation properties and
is beneficial during the times of pandemic. An audio on how to recite and pronounce

shlokas properly was also compiled.

A live virtual yoga session was organized by the NSS Units of the College, where
Ms. Keisham Monarita, a Gold medalist in yoga at National and International level
was the resource person. Around 108 participants including NSS Programme
Officers — Ms. Pallvi Rani and Dr. Purnima Bhandari registered for this live session.

The session started with the address of worthy Principal of the College, Dr. Nisha
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Bhargava — an ardent follower of Yoga, where she inspired students and the faculty
members to follow the yoga protocols in their daily lives for holistic well-being. During
the session, Ms. K. Monarita discussed the importance of yoga aspects and
demonstrated 15 asanas as mentioned in common yoga day protocol (Government
of India).

4. To acquaint the participants with the role of Higher Education institution

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5. Title of the Activity: Online Talk on the theme “Ozone for Life” to mark
“International Day for the Preservation of Ozone layer” organized by

Swachhta Committee (Arts)
Date of the activity: 11 September 2020
Number of participants: 177 students and 5 faculty members

Objective: Without the ozone layer, life on Earth would not have been possible. It
protects human from skin cancers, loss of vision, reduction in immunity, which could
be caused by ultraviolet- B radiations emitted by Sun, in the absence of ozone layer.
The talk aimed to spread awareness regarding various chemicals
including chlorofluoro carbons and hydrochlorofluoro carbons which are responsible
for depletion of ozone layer. These chemicals basically attack ozone as free radical
specie. Alternatives had been explored; hydro-fluorocarbons, but they too have

global warming potential.

The Context: The ozone layer is a layer in the atmosphere that absorbs up to 99%
of the Sun’s Ultra Violet radiation. Otherwise, this ultraviolet light could potentially
damage living things and creatures on earth. This year we celebrate 35 years of
global ozone layer protection. It reminds us that ozone is crucial for our life on Earth

and we must continue to protect the ozone layer for our future generations also.

The Practice: The Swachhta Committee (Arts) organized a talk on the theme
“Ozone for Life” on 11t September, 2020, to mark the celebration of “International
Day for the Preservation of Ozone layer’ which is celebrated every year
on 16™ September. The speaker for the session was Dr. Shafila Bansal from the
Department of Environment Science of the College. The best way to mark
International Day for the Preservation of the Ozone Layer is to educate others about
the importance of the ozone layer and why we need to protect it. She delved on the
relevant issues in details to spread awareness regarding the depletion of ozone

layer; its causes and solutions.
