The basics of research were explained in the first session. Research is important for improving the
existing theories, literature and to produce newer perspectives (future estimates and observing
contemporary trends). Before initiating a study certain key aspects such as, identification of the problem
area, target population, sampling techniques, and issues of objectivity, reliability and value neutrality
should be pondered upon. Further, review of existing literature, finding research gaps with significance
of the topic to be studied are initial and basics steps to start with writing of research paper.

The participants were further explained that Data is the base of any research project and it is important
to choose the appropriate tool and sources to collect the data because further analysis or inferences
would be based on the collected data. The various tools of data collection such as interview schedule,
questionnaire, observation, case study, Survey and Focused Group discussion were explained. Further,
few basic tools for analysis of data such as Mean, Median, Mode and Means of Correlation were also
clarified. In the very significant sessions, the participants were told about Citation Style and Plagiarism
check. Few of the Free Plagjarism checking Software were told about. Further, how to avoid Plagiarism
while writing articles was focused upon. As the UGC has notified the compliance to publication of
articles in CARE listed Journals only, the participants were told how to create log in account to check
UGC CARE listed Journals. Further, it was explained how to make research articles fit for publication
in SCOPUS indexed Journals.
Applied and relevant research was focused in the concluding session of the Faculty Development
Program. It was well explained to the participants that how the areas of research could be connected to

Practice:

Reflective thinking is critical for pursuing research in any discipline. Research is all about
adopting scientific method to arrive at conclusion and derive findings that can be applied
universally. Identification of a problem considering the feasibility of the topic, a sound
theoretical framework, review of existing and related literature are the initial and significant
steps to start with writing a research paper/proposal. The significance of pursuing the selected
topic and the objectives the study is aspiring to achieve should be precisely mentioned. The
tools of data collection and techniques of data analysis must be carefully selected to suit the
objectives of the study. In case of using secondary data, the source of data must be authentic
otherwise it may harm the whole purpose of investigation.

The basic characteristics and assumptions of various statistical measures like measures of
central tendency, measures of dispersion and coefficient of correlation that can be applied in
data to arrive at conclusions were briefly explained to participants. Further, the use of MS
Word, Excel and PowerPoint in developing a research paper or writing a thesis was explained
with the help of live demonstration. In a significant session on plagiarism check and citation
style, the various free online software like Citation Machine, Plagcheck were shared with the
participants that can help in checking the percentage of copied text in the research paper.
Further, with help of online tools like Mendeley and Citation machine, the researcher can
download the citation of the desired research work in the required format.

An assessment consisting multiple choice questions based on the taught topics was also taken
to gauge the understanding of the topics among the participants. A recapitulation of all the
topics covered in the bridge course was done in the concluding session.

Three day workshop on ‘Research and Data Analysis using SPSS’
Organised by Department of Psychology, Mehr Chand Mahajan DAV College for Women

16™ to 18" December 2020

Rationale for the Workshop

To address the challenges and opportunities in the field of social science research, the most popular
software product, SPSS has enabled academicians and researchers to obtain valuable information
from data. Basic knowledge on SPSS is vital for all users before they proceed to surveys and data
analyses. SPSS is also a versatile package that allows many different types of analyses, data
transformations, and forms of output.

This three-day workshop was organised for keen researchers in psychology who wish to acquire the
skills and knowledge on getting started with SPSS. The goal of the workshop was to enable
participants to understand the concepts of statistics behind the analysis and seek to interpret the
results.

Objectives of the workshop were:

e Familiarize with the statistical concepts.

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Report of the Workshop

The workshop started on 16" December 2020 was attended by 36 students and 4 faculty members
from the Department of Psychology. The sessions started with a basic introduction of research
process and types of variables followed by explicit discussion of nominal, ordinal, interval and ratio
scales of measurement. The second session on the 16" December 2020, focussed upon formulation
and testing of hypothesis along with description of sampling techniques. Further, the resource person
dwelled upon journey of derivation of basic statistical concepts like mean, standard deviation, and
standard error of measurement, their advantages and limitations followed by how to code, enter and

label the data in SPSS.

The second day (17" December 2020) of the workshop also had two sessions. Dr. Amit Lal started
with a description and illustration of the assumptions underlying parametric and non parametric tests
were well explicated. It was explained in an intelligible way why parametric tests are considered
powerful test as compared to non-parametric tests. He demonstrated the techniques of exporting and
importing data files from other packages, selecting cases, recoding data, computing functions
(creating new variables), importing data from other files and generating output. Statistical concepts
like alpha level, one tail, two tail hypothesis and degree of freedom were explained.

The final day of the workshop (18" December 2020) proceeded with explanation and demonstration
of t test like one sample t test, independent sample t test and paired t test which are used to compare
means of two groups followed by a brief background of one ANOVA. During the sessions engaging
practice exercises were given to students to practice and review whatever they have learnt in
previous sessions. During the second session, resource person elaborated on concept of two-way
ANOVA. This concluding session dwelled upon the theoretical background of Chi Square- goodness
of fit and test of independence followed by a brief description and illustration of correlational

techniques.

The last session was followed by an online valedictory function which included reading out of the
workshop report. A feedback was sought from the participants and recorded. It was brought forth
that all the sessions had been engaging, interactive, enriching and informative. The practice exercises
and examples helped to understand the concepts and use of SPSS in a comprehensible and lucid
manner. The aims of the workshop to foster a deep insight into the quantitative data analysis using
SPSS through practical experience by using “learning by doing” method, were met.
