Swachhta has been a way of life at our institution which has been working for sustainable

development since its very inception. Apart from two national level awards by MHRD and one state
level award in Swachhta during recent years, the Mahatma Gandhi National Council of Rural
Education (MGNCRE) under the aegis of Ministry of Education has nominated our institution as ‘An
Institution with Swachhta Action Plan’ and as an institution with “Vocational Education-Nai Talim-
Experiential Learning (VENTEL) Action Plan.” Apart from a Rainwater Harvesting system for our
hostels, a mess waste fed biogas plant, and a Sewage Treatment Plant, we also practice waste
segregation and vermicomposting for organic manure production. We are self-sufficient in
organic manure production and we give the same to our staff members on a nominal price. Under
sustainable urban farming, organic vegetables and fruits are grown and distributed free of cost
amongst staff members. Our Swachhta team works in a focused manner to experiment and innovate
for finding new ways of ensuring “recycle and reuse” consequently, the institution has become one

Objectives: It aimed to make the students aware of the use and manage huge amount
of thee leaf litter of their lawns and garden appropriately so that burning of the leaves
could be avoided in order to avoid air pollution. The objective was to guide them to
practice the making of compost pits at their homes and convert the dry and green

leaves into manure that increase soil fertility without the use of harmful fertilizers.

The Context: Trees shed leaves from November to April. Housing societies, gardens
and roads, and office and school premises are littered with this ‘brown gold’ that forms
a thick blanket, enveloping open spaces. The staff, besides maintenance personnel of
housing societies and gardens, find it highly convenient to burn and get rid of the huge
piles of leaves that continue to fall till the end of June. However, burning these piles of
leaves is causing air pollution as well as releasing toxic smoke which is harmful to the
people and the atmosphere. Several municipal corporations impose fines on burning
leaves, but a lack of awareness results in easy violations. These leaves are a rich
source of carbon and this carbon when used rightly can be used to make compost
which can increase the fertility of the soil. This practice needs to be followed regularly
by institutions to tackle the excessive load of leaf litter. Conservation and sustainability
are a regular practice on our campus. The Horticulture Committee of our institution
always ensures that the latest practices are followed in the college campus. Working

on these lines, the committee has been using the leaf litter produced in the college to
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make compost on the campus. This is being done on regular basis. In today's scenario
when soil resources are being depleted and soil fertility is reducing it becomes even
more essential to save this resource and use it judiciously. Hence, efforts are needed
to maximize soil fertility and also manage the huge amount of leaf litter which is being

produced during every season as well as reduces air pollution.

The Practice: Under the able guidance of Principal Dr Nisha Bhargava and
supervision of their teachers, students of the college were guided about the use of
composting and have been encouraged to use them in their home lawns and gardens
as well as in their neighbourhood under this activity. The students were given the
information by members of the Horticulture Committee that the garden waste of the
college, in form of green and dried leaf litter, is processed in-house through the
process of composting. The college has a total of six compost pits (10’x 15'x2’). Using
this renewable practice, the college is converting solid green waste into fertilizer to
extend the life of landfills, and create economic and environmental benefits. The
composting process relies on aerobic degradation of leaf litter within a processing time
of 2-3 months with on an average 250-300 Kg manure produced at end of the given
time period. Regular churning of the piles is done to enhance the process. Further, the
slurry flowing from the biogas digester to the composting pits is improving the nutritive
value of the manure generated, it has been used as fertilizer in the campus gardens
to increase the soil organic matter, improve soil physical properties, and supply some
of the essential nutrients for plant growth. The organic fertilizer is also available to the
faculty members for sale. Every day about 40 kg (approx.) leaf litter waste generated
in the college is fed to the composting units which is then mixed with the biogas
digested slurry and water. This hastens the process of degradation thus generating
high-quality manure ready for use. The Composting requires less investment and
operational costs, Reducing or eliminating dumping costs and reducing or eliminating
the cost of buying fertilizer. The campus has six compost pits and all the gardeners
and sweepers have been instructed to put the daily leaf litter in the pits. The manure

made from these pits is used in maintaining the lawns and gardens of the campus.
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Evidence of success: Following teachers interacted with students in different lecture
sessions. The students of diverse streams were addressed and a good response was

observed.

The college has set up its own Biogas plant under aegis of RUSA which
converts canteen and mess food waste into high valued Biofuel used in college
canteen. In addition, the college has composting units adjacent to biogas plant
whereby the digested slurry from the biogas reactor flows to these composting units
accelerating the degradation process catering green leaves waste on daily basis
turning green waste to fertile manure used in college gardens. The college has also
its own Vermicompost units which are well maintained and help in converting wet
biodegradable waste such as domestic kitchen waste and fruit waste into high quality
manure used to maintain in house garden and lawns and for sale as well. The college
practices effective waste segregation practice with separate bins for dry and wet waste
with different colour coding. The college has optimized the cultivation of a highly
nutritious variety of mushroom called Oyster Mushroom (Dhingri) from used Agro and
kitchen waste in used plastic bottles as part of research project of undergraduate
students. Also, faculty and students optimized the development of bio-plastics as
solution to plastic waste. Various Best out of waste activities such as use of paper
waste being converted into decorative and useful items for daily use by the faculty and
students, use of plastic bottles for planting saplings. E-waste generated is collected
and transferred to authorized e-waste agency having tie-up with college. The college
sanitary waste is managed through sanitary pad dispenser and incinerators installed
for proper handling of the waste. For liquid waste management, the campus has a
centralized 50,000 Litres/day capacity in house Sewage treatment Plant (STP) with
the primary objective to recycle liquid wastewater generated in the toilets of academic
and administrative block of the college. The treated water is currently being used for
gardening but will soon be used for all non-potable purposes. Sustainable urban
farming is being practiced and the produce is sold free of cost to staff. Rainwater
harvesting is done. Air quality monitoring sensors have been installed. The college

The field of positive youth development recognizes the good in young people,
focusing on each and every individual's unique talent, strengths, interests, and future
potential. It broadly entails directing the courage and creativity of youth into healthy

pursuits.

The Practice: The online lecture ‘Positive Youth Development’ held on 05.04.2022
was attended by 90 students and 10 faculty members from the Post Graduate
Departments of Psychology and Sociology, Mehr Chand Mahajan DAV College for
Women, Chandigarh; as part of the World Health Day celebrations in order to highlight

the core principles of fostering mental health in youth.

data from published studies and evidence base to make a case for how youth today
are reporting a global decrease in subjective wellbeing and an increase in unhealthy
behaviours. She elaborated on developmental assets including external ones like
relationships and opportunities; and internal assets including personal skills,
commitments, and values. She supported this idea by presenting scientific studies
which have shown that youth who have more developmental assets are likely to
engage in more thriving behaviours and fewer high-risk behaviours, hence charting

the course for positive youth development and nation building.

The next part of her lecture focussed on the 6 C’s or core Principles of Positive
youth development, including connection, confidence, character, caring, contribution,
and competence. Using cross-cultural examples from countries like Sweden and
Japan, the resource person put forth the 6 pillars of character including citizenship,
responsibility, fairness, caring, trustworthiness and respect. Prof. Malhi dwelled on
several psychological concepts like the hedonic treadmill, toxic positivity, role of
positive emotions, and fostering an attitude of gratitude. She spoke on the role of
failure, learning from mistakes and the steps to becoming more resilient. She spoke
about the need to teach self-control i.e. the ability to focus on long term goals and
delay gratification, as evidence has indicated that it is the key to societal goals like
economic prosperity, promotion of physical and mental health, and reduction in

criminality and addictions

She concluded her presentation by asking all participants to identify their
keystone habits, which would help them navigate the life-space from comfort zone,
through the zone of fear and zone of learning to reach the growth zone. She provided
practical tips to the participants on the positive benefits of talking about emptions,

practicing self-care, being a positive role model for mental health.

Feedback was sought from the
participants and recorded. It was brought forth that the session had been engaging,
interactive, enriching and informative. The scientific evidence and research base,
practice exercises and examples helped to understand the concepts in a
comprehensible and lucid manner.

This day is celebrated for raising awareness among people
on the issue of air pollution including the sources of air pollution, impacts of pollution
on the environment and human health, and cleaner and greener solutions. The
pollutants released from various anthropogenic and natural sources are responsible
for immediate and long-term impacts on human health and the environment.

Therefore, it is mandatory to educate the young generation about air pollution's perils.

The Practice: On the occasion of ‘World Atmosphere Day’, the Department of
Environment Science organized “Inter-College competitions” to raise awareness of
the importance of a clean environment among the young generation.

For the best out of
waste competition, participants created beautiful products including robots from plastic
bottles, sustainable foot-wears, photo frames and a pen stand with the shape of a
cycle using newspapers, decorative multipurpose glass jars, utility bags, pillow covers
from old cloths, bird feeder and nest etc. Participants completely justified the theme
“Clean Air, Green Air” through their Eco-friendly rangoli using eco-friendly colours and
other materials including flower petals, wood shredding etc. An overwhelming
response was received in Eco-Walk, where the participants showcased creative self-
designed eco-friendly and sustainable outfits made from jute bags, biodegradable poly
bags and newspapers. Some depicted the feeling of mother earth, as we have
overburdened it with the plastic waste, by wearing the outfits designed from
polyethylene and gift-wrapping papers. Along with the dresses, beautiful accessories
like jute purses, and newspaper hat, were also displayed. Over 115, entries in various
activities were received and 5 best entries in each event were awarded cash prizes of
total worth Rs. 17,200/-

The Context: Smart Cities Mission was launched by the Honourable Prime Minister
on 25 June, 2015. The main objective of the Mission is to promote cities that provide
core infrastructure, clean and sustainable environment and give a decent quality of life

to their citizens through the application of ‘smart solutions’.
Objectives:

e To visit the functioning of various waste management protocols and
initiatives adopted by the college in a step wise manner.

e To check the everyday record keeping, overall yield and maintenance of the
solid waste management practices (Biogas plant, Compost units,
Vermicompost units etc.)

The Practice: Under the Smart city survey, Smart Cities Mission is an initiative by the
Indian Government to improve people's living quality in cities and towns by using best
practices, optimal land use, maximum green cover, maximum waste processing,
waste to energy conversion, optimum water conservation and liquid waste
management, maximizing information and digital technology. With this objective, a
surprise visit by the Smart City inspection team visited the college campus (consisting
of two personnel accompanied with MC personnel from UT, Chandigarh) on two
different days (14.04.2022 and 24.04.2022). The main purpose of the visit was to
inspect the working and proper execution of the various waste management practices
being adopted by the college (wet waste processing) essential to promote healthy and
sustainable development. The team visited the college hostel mess area where food
waste is regularly being generated. This was followed by their visit to the biogas
treatment plant and the compost units. They inspected the area for its proper

functioning. The team also inspected the daily record and entry log books for checking
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regular compliance and the approximate yield of manure and biogas obtained to get a
complete insight into the waste to energy efficiency ratio and benefit analysis. Every

step was captured by the team personnel’s for direct uploading of the pictures on the

government portal.
