India with Special Reference to Women”

Title: Webinar on ‘’Over the Counter Drug Consumption In India with Special Reference to
Women”

Date: 4th March, 2022

Objective: The objective of the webinar was to generate awareness regarding the safe use
of medicine and harmful consequences of self-medication with special reference to women.

Context: Medical issues faced by women like androgenic alopecia, pregnancy, overactive
bladder, vulvovaginal atrophy, heart burn, diarrhea, constipation, etc and the availability of
OTC drugs in the market to treat them. The side effects of these drugs and the
circumstances under which women should see a health practitioner.

Practice:Awareness about misuse and problems related to self-medication. People should
be vigilant about judicious use of OTC drug. Emphasis should be on making effective laws
for OTC medicines in India and to develop better informative materials outlining the usage
of OTC.

Dr. Kumar highlighted the epidemiology related to ‘Over The Counter (OTC) Drugs’ i.e.
non-prescription medicines and legal policies related to it in India. He shared the fact that
OTC is found higher in women as compared to men.

Dr Kumar further deliberated on benefits of using OTP. He discussed various medical issues
related to women like androgenic alopecia, pregnancy, overactive bladder, vulvovaginal
atrophy, heart burn, diarrhea, constipation, etc and the OTC available in the market to treat
them. He also pointed out the side effects of these drugs and the circumstances under which
women should see a health practitioner.

Dr. Kumar then educated the audience about misuse and problems related to self-medication.
He advised that people should be vigilant about judicious use of OTC drug. He also
emphasized on making effective laws for OTC medicines in India and to develop better
informative materials outlining the usage of OTC.
