Name of the Activity: Two-Day Leadership Training
Programme

Date: 21st and 22nd October 2024

The Department of Economics, under the aegis of the IQAC, Mehr Chand Mahajan
DAV College for Women, Chandigarh, in collaboration with the Forum of Free
Enterprise and M.R. Pai Foundation, Mumbai, organized a two-day Leadership
Training Programme on 21st and 22nd October 2024. The theme of the programme
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was Learn to Lead, focusing on hands-on training in leadership strategies, stress
management, team building, and goal-setting. The sessions took place in the
Multimedia Hall, from 9:00 AM to 3:30 PM.

The programme was structured into multiple sessions aimed at enhancing various
leadership skills among students. The sessions were as follows:

1. Session on Sharpening Communication Skills: The resource person began by
engaging the students with a question about their motivation for joining the programme
which elicited responses such as its practical approach and the opportunity to add value
to their CVs. The resource person categorized participants into three types: prisoners,
vacationers, and learners, emphasizing the value of being a learner. He shared his
personal journey of overcoming his fear of public speaking and becoming a public
speaking trainer, highlighting the importance of being a good listener as a foundation for
effective communication. The session introduced the mnemonic *SMRF* (Sender,
Message, Receiver, Feedback) and emphasized the significance of both verbal (words,
tone, volume, pitch) and non-verbal communication (body language, gestures, posture,
eye contact). He concluded with the thought that "communication is not just about what
you say, but how you say it,"” and emphasized that "a smile is a handshake with the
audience, and personality reflects reality."

2. Session on Goal Setting & Achieving: A Roadmap to Success:

This session focused on the essentials of setting and achieving clear goals. The speaker
outlined the three key qualities of a leader: clear goals, communication skills, and
confidence. He defined a goal as a measurable result that one aims to achieve and
emphasized that goals provide direction, meaning, and purpose to life, making optimal
use of time and resources. Students were encouraged to identify their goals through a
reflective activity involving questions like, "What do | want to become?" and "What do |
love doing?" The session also included a "3-question test" to help students determine if a
goal is truly aligned with their passion. Practical tips for goal achievement were shared,
such as maintaining a goal book, listing actions, seeking help, and visualizing goals daily.

3. Session on Decision Making and Problem -Solving Abilities:

This session emphasized the importance of distinguishing between challenges and
problems, urging students to escape the traps of comparison and unrealistic
expectations. The resource person stressed that leadership begins with leading oneself
and that every challenge is an opportunity for growth. He shared a structured approach to
problem-solving: identifying the problem, analyzing its scope (big, small, or medium),
evaluating options, selecting the best course of action, and assessing outcomes.
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4. Session on Mastering Habits: Unlocking Personal Potential:

In this session, the focus was on understanding the importance of habits in shaping

one’s potential. Participants learned that habits help reduce mental effort, allowing
the brain to focus on more critical tasks. The resource person explained how habits
are formed and encouraged students to list both their good and bad habits. Each
participant reflected on the negative impact of their bad habits and explored how
associating pain with these habits could help in avoiding them. The session
concluded with an exercise where students identified the triggers of their bad habits
and learned methods to efficiently replace them with positive ones.

5. Session on Believing in Oneself: Build Connections:

This session highlighted the importance of self-belief and building meaningful
connections. The speaker posed the question: "Why do we wake up every
morning?" to provoke thought about making a difference. He introduced a simple
but effective way to deal with opinions: categorizing them as true and pleasant,
false but pleasant, true and unpleasant, and false and unpleasant, helping students
focus on constructive feedback. A fun team activity followed, where participants
worked together, reinforcing the concept of collaboration and mutual support.

6. Session on Enhancing Essential Teamwork Skills:

Filled with interactive games and activities, this session aimed to strengthen
teamwork abilities. The resource person initiated a discussion by asking, "How can
a team work effectively?" Students contributed their ideas, and the session
proceeded with a hands-on activity where teams were tasked with forming alphabet
shapes using their bodies. Another fun game followed, further driving home the
lessons of teamwork, communication, and cooperation.

The two-day Learn to Lead programme concluded with a Valedictory Session,
where participants shared their feedback and expressed gratitude for the insightful
and engaging experience. The event was a well-organized initiative, successfully
empowering students with essential leadership skills, and fostering a leadership
mindset.

This very informative event saw an enthusiastic
participation of the students and staff. The Resource person, Mr. Joginder Bhutani, a
financial literacy counsellor and ex-AGM of SBI started his talk with the chanting of a
mantra from the Rigveda which emphasized reflecting on oneself and moving forward
together. He then imparted basic knowledge regarding financial inclusion, financial
security, and various other financial services that must be known to every Indian citizen.
He further stated that among these services were different associations formed by the
government to provide the citizens of the country with financial aid. Pradhan Mantri Jan
Dhan Yojna is one of those policies that ensures every household has at least one bank
account even in remote rural areas as its financial inclusion. He informed the students
about financial terminology and made the event more interactive by asking questions
from the audience. Moreover, he informed the participants that the value of money
depreciates due to inflation in the market and that it also affects the interest on savings
and the rest of the market. Mr Bhutani highlighted three most important factors to keep in
mind while investing the money-security, return and liquidity. Furthermore, he
emphasized on the significance of the e-banking sector and the cyber frauds and crimes
that are committed now a days. He said CVV number and OTPs must not be shared
with anyone as it may lead to illegal transfer of money. The event comprised of questions
and answers which facilitated a two-way interaction. He apprised the students about
YONO- You Only Need One -- the SBI App and how it helps an individual in a fraud- free
banking experience.

To conclude with, the event was very enlightening for everyone and prizes were also
given to those students who were able to correctly answer the questions asked by the
guest speaker.

The Principal, Ms Suman Mahajan, applauded the initiative taken by the IQAC and the
PG Departments of Economics and Commerce to spread awareness about various
aspects of financial literacy.
