 Student Activity 1 

The MCMSOPHIES Club of the Philosophy Department celebrated Teacher’s Day on 

Tuesday, September 5, 2023. The event was organized to commemorate the birth 

anniversary of Dr. Sarvepalli Radhakrishnan, focusing on his invaluable contributions to 

philosophy and education. 

The event commenced at 10:30 AM in Room No. 15 with a presentation that highlighted 

Dr. Radhakrishnan's philosophical works and his role as a teacher and statesman. 

Following the presentation, an intriguing live Menti quiz engaged the students, testing 

their knowledge of Dr. Radhakrishnan's contributions to philosophy. The event concluded 

with a skit performed by the students at the open stage at 11:30 AM, which creatively 

depicted Dr. Radhakrishnan's life and his influence on Indian thought. 
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Principal Dr. Nisha Bhargava appreciated the Philosophy Department’s initiative to 

educate students about the remarkable legacy of Dr. Radhakrishnan. She emphasized that 

Dr. Radhakrishnan's enduring commitment to education and his belief in the 

transformative power of teaching continue to inspire generations of students and 

educators alike.  

Certificates were issued to the winners of the quiz. 

This celebration not only honored Dr. Radhakrishnan but also reinforced the significance 

of teachers in shaping the future of the nation. 
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 • Student Activity 2 

The MCM Sophies Club celebrated World Philosophy Day. The celebrations revolved 

around the theme "The Human of the Future," delving into the significance of 

technological progression, ethical quandaries, and the existential web of humankind. 

World Philosophy Day is an international day proclaimed by UNESCO to be celebrated 

every 3rd Thursday of November which falls on the 16th of November this year. "The 

Human of the Future" assumes a paramount significance against the backdrop of our era's 

relentless technological advancements and ethical obligations and questions. The event 

began with an introductory emphasis on the importance of World Philosophy Day and a 

discussion on the theme. This was followed by a thought-provoking play centered around 

the sensitive topic of euthanasia. It aimed to explore different perspectives on the ethical 

dilemmas surrounding end-of-life decisions. The narrative left the audience contemplating 

their views and questioning societal norms, contributing to a deeper understanding of the 

topic. The event concluded with a menti quiz in which attendees were invited to 

participate in the real-time quiz and answer questions which allowed for a dynamic 

exchange of ideas among the participants.  The principal of the college, Dr. Nisha 

Bhargava, appreciated the efforts of the MCM Sophies Club and the theatrical exploration 

of euthanasia. She added that celebrating such days with meaningful dialogue underscores 

the pivotal role of philosophy in navigating the labyrinth of contemporary challenges.  
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Department Activity 3 

The Philosophy Department of the College marked the celebration of National Youth Day to 

honour the ideals and thoughts of Swami Vivekananda on 12 Jan,2024. The Philosophy 

Department organised a lecture by Sh. Lallan Singh Baghel, Department of Philosophy, Panjab 

University, Chandigarh, under the Indian Council of Philosophical Research (ICPR) sponsored 

World Philosophy Day Lecture Series. Inaugurating the lecture, Principal Dr. Nisha Bhargava 

asserted that Swami Vivekananda gave a powerful message for the youth as he said that all the 

power is within the youth. Remembering Swamiji as a revolutionary thinker, Dr. Bhargava shared 

that he advocated combining of western science and technology with Indian asceticism and 

humanism, and promoted education that led to an individual's holistic growth. In his enlightening 

lecture, Sh. Lallan Baghel referred to Swami Vivekananda as one of the early architect of Indian 

modality. He said that during a period marked by internal churning and a colonial system that 

produced colonial subjects, Swamiji created critical consciousness, challenged materialism and 

questioned what was ailing India during the colonial rule. Sh. Baghel highlighted that Swamiji's 

philosophy was that of engagement of self with the other and the spirit of public participation 

came from him. Asserting that this day is an apt opportunity to promote the spirit of inquiry and to 

not just celebrate but also to understand Swami Vivekananda, Sh. Baghel said that we need to 

move from 'avidya' to 'vidya'. The lecture was followed by an engaging interactive session 

wherein the expert answered the queries of the audience. 
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Department activity 4 (5March,24) 

On 5th March, 2024, Department of Philosophy of the college, marked the celebration of 200th 

birth anniversary of Swami Dayanand Saraswati with a grand Mahotsav, paying a befitting tribute 

to the Maharishi. On this occasion, 'Shradhanjali'- an Indian Council of Philosophical Research 

(ICPR) sponsored special lecture titled 'Swami Dayanand Saraswati- Great Indian Philosopher' 

was delivered by Dr. Arvind Kumar, Mantri, Bhartiya Shikshan Mandal. Dr. Arvind referred to 

Swamiji as a revolutionary saint who, in the backdrop of the period of chaos marked by rampant 

prevalence of vices, became a harbinger of renaissance. Eulogising Swamiji as a great social 

reformer who gave the important message of 'Go back to the Vedas', Dr. Arvind apprised the 

audience of the unparalleled contributions of Swamiji including promotion of women education 

and Vedic knowledge, upliftment of the downtrodden, awakening of consciousness and 

renouncing of evil practices. Dr. Arvind lauded the DAV institutions for carrying forward Swamiji's 

legacy by providing holistic education that inculcates values in students while making them self-

reliant. Commenting that the world is drifting from 'yog marg' towards 'bhog marg', he added that 

we need to walk on the path shown by Swamiji i.e. 'gyan avem ved marg'. The event culminated 

with a prize distribution ceremony wherein the winners of various competitions were felicitated. 

Principal Dr. Nisha Bhargava paid rich tributes to the founder of Arya Samaj, hailing the role of 

Swami Dayanand ji as a great visionary who worked for the extrication of 'sanatan'. She 

motivated the students to take inspiration from Swamiji's life and walk on the path of truth. 
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Department Activity 5 

Department of Philosophy of the college celebrated World Philosophy Day with Indian 
Council of Philosophical Research (ICPR) sponsored lecture on Buddhist Philosophy on 11 
March,2024.  The resource persons were Prof. Shivani Sharma, Department of Philosophy, 
Panjab University, Dr. Ajay Kumar Singh, Director, Centre for Comparative Religions and 
Civilisations, Central University of Jammu Tavi, Jammu and Dr. Sudhir Kumar Baweja, 
Former Coordinator, Department of Philosophy, Panjab University, Chandigarh.Prof. 
Shivani focused her discourse on the life and teachings of Mahatma Buddha, discussing 
the historical background of Buddhism, Buddhist pali scriptures and schools. She shared 
insights on the significant teachings of Buddha including ethical virtues (moral conduct, 
meditation and wisdom) and the 3 kinds of karmas i.e. kayika, vachika and Mansika. Prof. 
Shivani also shed light on the Indian knowledge system and the axiological quest, 

eudemonia, excellence in actions, virtuous life, 
temperance, phenomenon of suffering, 
shreyas and preyas, anasakti and general 
features of Vedic culture. 

Speaking about the importance of serving the 
society rather than oneself, Dr. Ajay discussed 
dharma, artha, kama, moksh and the 
achievement of ultimate purpose of life. 
Adding that improper knowledge can lead to 
destruction, Dr. Ajay implored the students to 
be free from the cycle of limited knowledge 
and walk on the path of dharma. 

Dr. Sudhir focused on Buddhist ethics and the 
moral pathway for millennials. He enlightened 
the participants about the Indian schools of 
philosophy- avedic/Vedic systems, the 3 
universal truths, the 4 noble truths given by 
Buddha, the 8 fold path, 5 precepts 
(Panchsheel) and core Buddhist beliefs. 

Principal Dr. Nisha Bhargava expressed 
appreciation for this endeavour of the 
Philosophy Department to educate students 
about the tenets of Buddhism. She added that 
though Buddhism is an ancient wisdom, the 
core principles and practice can solve the 
contemporary social, ethical, human problems 
and crises caused by the intensity of the digital 
delusion. 
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Department Activity 6 

The Department of Philosophy, organised Indian Council of Philosophical Research (ICPR) 

sponsored lecture on Buddhist Philosophy under its World Philosophy Day Lecture Series 

on 27 March, 2024.  The resource person for this lecture was Acharya Yoesel Nima, Faculty 

Member, Deer Park Institute, Bir, Himachal Pradesh. Beginning with chanting a shloka, he 

apprised the audience about Gautam Buddha’s life and his journey towards 

enlightenment. Acharya Nima explained the four noble truths as given by Buddha and 

talked about how ignorance is the root of ‘dukha ’in human life. Further, he explained how 

Buddhist ethics aren’t just black or white as it depends on how much knowledge one has 

and how aware one is. He also shed light on the ten virtues that an individual must live by. 

Speaking about the importance of meditation in an individual’s life, he asserted that the 

constant state of restlessness of our mind causes hindrance in our ability to attain peace 

and the only method for the removal of this hindrance is meditation. The lecture ended 

with a short meditation session. 

Principal Dr. Nisha Bhargava expressed appreciation for this endeavour of the Philosophy 

Department to expose and educate students to diverse philosophical thoughts through 

these Lecture Series. She added that such knowledge is essential to groom students into 

well-rounded individuals who are equipped with the wisdom to handle life.
