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1. The Equal Opportunity Cell of Mehr Chand Mahajan DAV College for Women 

Chandigarh organised an expert talk on the topic ‘Social Welfare Schemes for youth’ 

on 10th September 2024,being run by Chandigarh administration. The resource 

person Mr. Hitesh Chaudhary, State coordinator, UDID, Department of Social 

Welfare, Chandigarh Administration, elaborated various schemes which are useful for 

young generation. He discussed eligibility criteria and processes to be followed to 

avail the benefits of such schemesavailable for different set of citizens residing in 

Chandigarh like schemes for persons with disability, how to avail the UDID 

certificate, Schemes for widow, BPL people and old age residents etc. Students were 

explained about various vocational courses, which are freely available under the 

program ‘Ashakiran’. Mr. Hitesh also mentioned about financial facilities available to 

young students in the form of loans at reduced rate of interest and allowances etc.

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2. The Equal Opportunity Cell and the Women Development Cell of Mehr Chand
